Entry Guidelines and Frequently Asked Questions
How long should my film be?

· Your film must be 10 minutes or under in length (including titles and credits). 
· Do not send any over length films with a message that ‘you will edit them down if selected’ – all over length films will not be considered.   
· Films under 3 minutes are particularly welcome as these allow many more individuals and groups to have their entries shown on the day.

What film format should be submitted?
· All entries must be in DVD format only-No other format will be accepted.
· We strongly recommend that films are sent by registered or recorded delivery and that master copies are not sent.
· We regret that DVDs cannot be returned.

· Please ensure that you record your film on the highest quality setting.

· Please ensure that your disk is not faulty before submitting.  

· Please ensure that your disk can be viewed on a domestic DVD player.
How do you select films to screen?

We select material that demonstrates the following criteria: 
· Evidence that team members have worked co-operatively with one another and, if appropriate, with their subjects.
· Evidence that material has been produced and creatively controlled by young people with minimal guidance and assistance from adults and/or professional agencies.
· An enthusiasm for working with sound and images in an original and effective way.
· An awareness of the needs of the film’s intended audience.
· Technical and production skills appropriate to the age and experience of the entrant and to the equipment available to them.
· The film-maker/s are committed to attending the festival.
I am over 19 –can I enter?
Sorry-no. All Film-makers must be aged between 13 and 19 on the closing date for entries.  Where work is submitted by a group, the average age of the group must be 19 or under.  People over 19 are allowed to be actors in the film and/or advising the young people on the project.

What can my film be about?

Anything you like!  Make people laugh, tell a scary tale, challenge climate change, tell others about your life, or create an original music video. Most important of all be creative and express yourself.

How many films can I submit?
· Individuals may submit a maximum of two entries.
· Schools, colleges or youth groups may submit a maximum of two entries.  This limit may be waived by written arrangement with the organiser where submissions are from different groups of students from within the same organisation.
· Professional organisations (e.g. media workshops, charities) entering multiple films on behalf of different group of film-makers may submit a maximum of ten entries providing that details of the different groups are given.
· Please note - entries over these amounts will not be viewed or returned.                               
When can I submit my entry?

You will need to complete an online entry form when our new website is up and running.  We will email you to inform you when the website is available and when we are accepting entries.

Can I email my film to you?

No. You may complete an online entry form but actual films must be submitted on DVD.  
Will you give me feedback on my film?

Feedback from our friendly film professionals is available at the Access all Areas Festival.   We do not give written feedback due to the number of entries received.
My film uses someone else’s music. Do I need copyright clearance?

Yes.  Sound and visual material which belongs to someone else must be cleared for copyright before being submitted.  For advice on this and other matters relating to copyright, Contact:

Can anyone come along to the festival to watch the films?

What could I win?
The East Sussex Young Peoples Film Festival offers prizes for the winners of the following,   within the two age categories 
a) 13-15 years Documentary and Drama and b) 16-19 years Documentary and Drama

1. Best overall Documentary 
2. Best overall Drama
3. Sound Architect Gold Ribbon Award – A special award given to the film-maker(s), who, in the opinion of the judges, has demonstrated in the making of their film exceptional ability, hard work, imagination and dedication or who shows considerable potential and aptitude.
Can you offer me funding/sponsorship to make my film?

Unfortunately we are unable to offer funding/sponsorship to film-makers.  Our funding only allows us to set up and run the festival.

1. Entries must be received by 30th June 2007 
2. If you do not receive a response by 14th July 2007 we regret that your film has not been accepted.  We are sorry that we cannot respond personally to every submission.  
3. If your film is selected, notification will be via email.

4. It is Sound Architect’s policy not to offer comments or reasons for not including the submitted film in the festival programme.  

5. The decision of the film panel is final.

· Please include a short statement which outlines the involvement of the young people in the film making process and which specifies the involvement of film professionals, if any.
