Entries should be no more than ten minutes long and will be viewed by a panel of media professionals, educationalists and young people.  Films made after August 2005 are eligible for entry.  Please submit all entries for the 2007 Festival by the closing date of 30th June 2007. 
Film-makers will not only see their work on the big screen but can also take part in exciting events and master classes, meet special guests and be inspired by and swap ideas with other young people.   

The Festival, master classes and workshops are free and open to all.
